The specialist teaching team in the Pre-Key Stage 2 provision work closely with the students care teams and families to
promote transferring learning from the education environment to real-life situations. All students receive speech and
language and occupational therapy support at a level that is appropriate to their learning needs. In this curriculum writing
refers to the ability to complete a sentence this will include using AAC, Colourful Semantics, typing and not just the physical
ability to use a writing implement to make marks.
